BACKGROUND INFORMATION
2.1 The Licensing (Miscellaneous) Sub-Committee is authorised to determine applications for the grant, transfer, renewal or revocation of Street Trading Consents.

2.2 An application for a Street Trading Consent was received from Jeffrey Healy on 24 May 2012.  A copy of the application, including the site plans are shown as Appendix 1 to this report, while the applicant has provided additional information which is at Appendix 2.

2.3 The applicant has held a Street Trading Consent since April 2010, This consent allowed the applicant to trade from four locations in villages in the Isle of Axholme for a maximum of 2 hours (5-7pm). This consent expired on 5 April 2012.

2.4 The applicant has applied to trade at the following locations at the time specified:

2.5 Approval was given by the Licensing (Miscellaneous) Sub Committee in 2010 when the applicant initially applied to be an itinerant trader, remaining stationary for a maximum of 2 hours.
2.6 The legislation allows the Licensing Authority to attach Conditions to a Street Trading Consent and to vary the conditions as necessary.

2.7 Members should not allow themselves to pre-determine or to be prejudiced in favour of or opposed to the application until they have had an opportunity to consider all the pertinent facts.
